America Beware!

As always, there is a great deal in the news about the tiny state of Israel.  It’s rather amazing (much more, a fresh reminder from scripture) that such a small place on planet earth dominates so much of today’s headlines.  In the U.S., the state of New Jersey is the 5th-smallest state, covering about 7800 square miles while Israel is not much larger with its 8,019 square miles, which places it just a ‘smidgen’ larger than New Jersey.  If a drawing showing the size of Israel was represented as ¼ long by 2/16 wide, and that image was to be placed in the center of a drawing of a U.S. map 4 inches wide by 2 ½ high, one would get a better understanding of just how small the state of Israel truly is.  While the nations and the spiritual powers behind them have plans for Israel, so does the Lord.  Just as God vowed through the prophet Zechariah some 2,500 years ago in Zechariah 12:3 that He will use Jerusalem as the burdensome, immovable stone against which the nations and their plans will be dashed to pieces, and it will come 

to pass!

My first visit to Israel was in 1974, and since that time Jeannie and I have had the wonderful opportunity of taking numbers of folk’s half-way around the world to visit the sights many only get to read about in the Bible, and the news.  With our times with CRA’s pastoral team of Shmuel and Pamela Suran who pastor a Messianic Jewish Church in downtown Jerusalem, where we’ve enjoyed times discussing scripture along with current headlines of where we seem to be in light of Bible prophecy.

Whether nations like it or not, the land of Israel is the specific nation that God loves!  Psalm 87:2 reminds us, “The Lord loves the gates of Zion, more than all the dwellings of Jacob”, while chapter 132:13 reads, “For the Lord has chosen Zion; He has desired it for His dwelling place; this is My resting place forever; here I will dwell, for I have desired it.”  Joel 3:2 in the Bible expressly shows that “the roadmap for peace” so many desire to help bring about, is nothing short of an ill-conceived document that violates the Word of God.  Verse 2 records these words that, “I will also gather all nations, and bring them down to the Valley of Jehoshaphat; and I will enter into judgment with them there on account of My people, My heritage Israel, whom they have scattered among the nations; they have also divided up My land.”  For as the Word of the Lord says later in verse 21, “For the Lord dwells in Zion” (Jerusalem).  

It appears to me that it might be good for any individual that is presently considering to whom does the land of Israel belong, it might behoove them to take a short walk back to see that all Israeli leaders who wanted to divide His land into Jewish and Palestinian states were removed from power shortly before they were able to implement their decisions.  Beginning with Yitzhak Rabin and the Oslo Accord, then Benjamin Netanyahu (during his first term), and in like manner Ehud Barak, Ariel Sharon and Ehud Olmert, all wanted to surrender God’s Land for the sake of peace.  Yet each time God intervened and prevented the two-state solution from being implemented.  Remember according to Joel 3:2, God imposes harsh, judgment on all those who divide His land, and what they do to Israel will come back upon their own heads.  God will deal with all nations in accordance with their position toward Israel…America beware!

I have stood atop Masada when a graduating class of the IDF (Israel Defense Forces) is fully received into the people’s army.  I will openly confess that the scene and the sound of trumpets along with the flying of the Israeli flags is the most incredible, moving, joyous, tear-filled eye experience I have ever encountered in my life.  At the age of 18, the nation’s youth get drafted; men for three years and women for two, and without them there would be no Jewish state.  One young female recruit recently said, “It’s really special because we need to protect this land that God has given us…I feel this is a really good example and a good way to be part of Israel.”  As a symbolic act that takes place as these young men and women are sworn in, they receive a Bible in one hand and an assault rifle in the other as a representation that it is the sword of the Spirit and the sword of the flesh, and Scripturally both go hand 

in hand.
