The Law of Sowing & Reaping IS NOT just a ‘good idea’…it is ‘Truth’ because it was established by God.  Why do we talk about giving?  Because it is extremely important in the life of a believer and God’s blessings upon one’s life.  CRA teaches the entire WORD thereby allowing you to give to or as scripture says, “Sow In To”.  You ‘Sow in to Kingdom Work’ … you WILL reap the benefits of that which you have ‘sown into’!!!  Beware and carefully weigh where you sow.  Make sure ‘that place of ministry lines up with God’s Word!’   None of us want to be responsible for sowing in to something that isn’t fulfilling Biblical principals!  
 
God’s Word written in Luke which says “Give, and it WILL BE given to you: good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over…for with the same measure you give, it will be measured back to you.”   That is a promise that far surpasses ANY ‘CD or Money Market Plan’!!!
 
CRA Branson … God’s plan NOT man’s plan!  You can participate by ‘sowing in to’ God’s Plan!!!  Quoted below is the scripture from Deuteronomy 28:8 which says, “The Lord will command the blessing on you in your storehouses and in all to which you set your hand, and He will bless you in the land which the Lord your God is giving you.”  That can be you as it is God commanding ‘the blessing’!

Little Things Make a Difference!
 
To everyone who is a Christian, the Bible is our divine revelation from our Heavenly Father.  While written by men of old, 2nd Peter 1:21 reminds us it came by way of “holy men of God” who “spoke (and wrote…my words) as they were moved by the Holy Spirit,” being moved by that same Spirit of God.  However, it’s important to know that the Bible was not originally given in the convenient form we now are privileged to possess.  And, the original copies of the Bible were not written in the English language, as the ancient language of the day was Hebrew.  While today all the modern versions available can be more accurately referred to as modern day translations, it was not until the year 1884 that the Revised Version first appeared with what was said as “corrected errors of the authorized King James Version” which to this day remains to be widely used in the Christian world.
 
It’s important to understand that the original texts of the Bible (Greek for the New Testament and Hebrew and some Aramaic for the Old Testament) used no punctuation.  Punctuation as used in today’s Bibles was not used until some time in the ninth century.  With this thought in mind it can (if a person will allow it to do so) add great insight into a better understanding and comprehension of the Word of God.  At our latest CRA Conference at the beautiful Christian Conference Grounds in Forest Falls, CA, I spoke about one particular verse on this subject for some insight.
 
Setting the stage, I John 4:4 reads, “He who is in you is greater than he who is in the world,” and it is the devil who is out to “steal, kill, and to destroy.”  And destroy he will, if there is any door of opportunity left open to him.  On the contrary, we’re reminded of Who that is greater in the believer than that is in the world. Psalm 107:6; 13 & 19 reads, “Then they cried out to the Lord in their trouble, and He delivered them out of their distresses.”  Our Lord is greater than anything the enemy can attempt to place upon any child of God, which brings us to a place of just how important punctuation is.  Isaiah 59:19 in the KJV and NKJV for example reads, “When the enemy comes in like a flood, the Spirit of the Lord will lift up a standard against him.”  Remember what has been said about there not being any punctuation in the original texts of the Bible.  Now, before we read that verse again remember with me Who it is that is greater!  It is the Lord Jesus Christ!  Remembering that early on there was no punctuation used, and only added later at the discretion of the publisher, let’s now re-read the verse in Isaiah again.  “So shall they fear the name of the Lord from the west; and His glory from the rising of the sun.  (Take out the semi-colon after the word “sun” and put a period there in order to take a breath.)  Now read with me what follows moving the comma where it belongs:  “When the enemy comes in, (place the common after the word “in” then continue) like a flood the Spirit of the Lord will lift up a standard against him.”  Who is greater?  A “flood” brought by the enemy or a “flood” brought by the Lord of creation of heaven and earth?  
 
No matter what Satan tried to do, he’s never been, nor will he ever be able to contain Jesus.  Everything Jesus did and everything He said put Satan ‘out-of-business!’  Listen to how Isaiah 59:19 reads in the Contemporary English Version:  “He will attack like a flood in a mighty windstorm.  Nations in the west and the east will then honor and praise His wonderful Name.”  The God’s Translations reads:  “The people of the west will fear the Name of the Lord.  Those in the east will fear His glory.  He will come like a rushing stream, the wind of the Lord pushes Him.” Revelation 12:15 adds additional light on just whose “flood” is greater.  “So the serpent spewed water out of his mouth like a flood after the woman, that he might cause her to be carried away by the flood.”  Now notice verse 16:  “But the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened its mouth and swallowed up the flood (underlining mine for emphasis) which the dragon had spewed out of his mouth.”   Jesus is the One who comes in like a flood!  He is the One who is uncontainable!  Not the enemy!
 
Don’t give the devil any credit!  Don’t speak it!  Don’t think it!  He’s nothing more than exactly what Peter said he was.  He is “your adversary” who “walks about like a roaring lion, (underlining added by me as emphasis) seeking whom he may devour.” It’s then we’re told we have the power and authority to “Resist him, steadfast in the faith.”  As a child of Almighty God and the Lord Jesus Christ you have the authority to do that very thing!  James 4:7 says, “Therefore submit to God.  Resist the devil and he will flee from you.”
