Move Over The Real King IS Coming!

 

Today in large, bold letters, people from around the world read and saw headlines of newspapers that carried such headings as, “The King is Dead,” while others read, the “King is Gone!”  A quote from one paper read regarding Michael Jackson’s memorial as “surrounded by spectacle—legal drama, screaming fans, star power, live worldwide broadcast, even a parade of elephants—all adding up to what could be the biggest celebrity send-off ever.”  Reports stated that earlier “family and friends rode in a motorcade of Rolls-Royces, Cadillac’s, and Range Rovers….” While this king is dead, other recent days headlines and articles have been written of other individuals who are being looked at not only as “King” but as “God.” In Newsweek magazine, reporter Evan Thomas wrote that, “Obama is Sort of God.”  To be accurate as to the words of Thomas he said, “Reagan was all about America, Obama is – we are above that now.  We’re not just parochial, we’re not just chauvinistic, we’re not just provincial.  We stand for something, I mean in a way Obama’s standing above the country, above the world, he’s sort of God.”

 

As I read these along with what other writers have written about some other earthly men a few ‘similar’ situations come to mind. The book of Daniel tells of a man by the name of Belshazzar who he, himself thought a great deal of himself and who he thought he was as well as his personal accomplishments.  Interestingly, ‘The One and only true King’ thought much differently and through His servant Daniel spoke words that could have gone something like this:  “Move Over, The Real King is Coming!”  His words were, “O Belshazzar, you have not humbled yourself…Instead, you have set yourself up against the Lord of heaven.  You did not honor the God who holds in His hand your life and all your ways.  Therefore He sent the hand that wrote the inscription.  God has numbered the days of your reign and brought it to an end.  You have been weighed on the scales and found wanting” (Dan. 5:22-24; 26-27).

 

A similar type of situation is found in the 12th chapter of the N.T. book of Acts with the results not being one of Herod’s better days.  Verse 21 reads, “On the appointed day Herod, wearing his royal robes, sat on his throne and delivered a public address to the people.  They shouted, ‘This is the voice of a god, not of a man.’  Immediately, because Herod did not give praise to God, and angel of the Lord struck him down, and he was eaten by worms and died.”
 

This morning as we were traveling the final miles to this weekend’s Chapel Service at the Goodguys Columbus, OH event, Jeannie wisely said there is only One King and One God and none in the news are Him nor were created to be Him!  His Name; His power; and, His judgment belong only to Him and His Name is Jesus the Christ!  Furthermore it is He alone … who is God!  Genesis 1:27 reminds us that “…God created man…”  The emphasis she talked of was placed on the word “man.”  It is God who is God, and there is no other!  The Psalmist David wrote of God, “I will be exalted among the heathen, I will be exalted in the earth” (Ps. 46:10).  In the words of II Sam. 7:22 we read, “Therefore You are great, O Lord God.  For there is none like You, nor is there any God besides You….”  Man is man and man is not either God nor a god!  As a demonstration in words of just exactly how emphatic the One and only God feels about this Exodus 20: 3 reads, “You shall have no other gods before Me.”  “I am the Lord, that is My name: And My glory I will not give to another” (Isa. 42:8) and Isa. 48:11b says once again that “I will not give My glory to another.”  The Apostle Paul’s words to “Therefore let no one boast in men” are penned in his writing to the church at Corinth as recorded in I Cor. 3:21.  Further, Paul wrote to the believers in Rome that “I say, through the grace given to me, to everyone who is among you, not to think more highly than he ought to think, but to think soberly….” (Romans 12:3).  For anyone who begins to think of themselves more highly than they should then read the words of Hebrews 10: 30-31 and should quickly bring that person back down to earth!  “Vengeance is Mine, I will repay, says the Lord.  And again, the Lord will judge His people.”  Finally, I suggest it would be wise if the words of the prophet Jeremiah would be re-read and taken to heart.  “The Lord is the true God, He is the living God, and an everlasting king” (Jer. 10:10).

 

Should we think anything other than this, Ecclesiastes 8:8 reminds us, “None of us can hold back our spirit from departing.  None of us has the power to prevent the day of our death.  There is no escaping that obligation, that dark battle.  And in the face of death, wickedness will certainly not rescue the wicked.”
