As we are approaching Good Friday….then Resurrection Sunday, I was re-reading in Luke about the Last Supper and the very precise instructions Jesus gave to Peter and John.  “Go and make preparations for us to eat the Passover.” (Luke 22:8b…NIV)  He continues on to tell them that “As you enter the city, a man carrying a jar of water will meet you.  Follow him to the house that he enters and say to the owner of the house, ‘The Teacher asks: Where is the guest room, when I may eat the Passover with my disciples?’  He will show you a large upper room, all furnished.  Make preparations there.” (Luke 22:10-12…NIV)

Peter and John would have been hard pressed to not to find the very location Jesus was talking about….it could not have been any clearer. With the instructions from Jesus, they did find the “Upper Room” where the Last Supper took place.  One of the specific things that took place at the “Last Supper” was Jesus saying, “before the rooster crows today, you will deny three times that you know me.”  Peter’s basic response was … ‘Not Me Lord’!  And we all know the rest of the story.

“These six things the Lord hates, Yes, seven are an abomination to Him.  1) A proud look; 2) A lying tongue; 3) Hands that shed innocent blood; 4) A heart that devises wicked plans; 5) Feet that are swift in running to evil; 6) A false witness who speaks lies; 7) And one who sows discord among brethren.” (Proverbs 6:16-19-NIV)

It is very clear in God’s Word, BUT yet man does it any way. “Not Me Lord!” It is time to admit our sins, confess our sins and turn from our sins entering in to the salvation of the Lord.  Choose not to be a Peter.

As we approach Good Friday which was ‘The End of the Beginning’ ….‘The End’…Jesus said, “I would that this cup pass from me, BUT never-the-less, not my will but thine!” He went to the cross and died.  ‘The Beginning’…three days later … “Jesus Arose”!
