When God Removes His Hand!
On our recent twelve-day ministry trip, we were with a close friend of the ministry of CRA.  Later, after service we sat together as he relayed a recent encounter with a local pastor who was so emotionally distraught that he literally sat before him in his office and wept.  The story the pastor was talking about was his awareness of the man and his business dealings who had just lost loved ones in a plane crash.  The pastor, in between pauses of pain and tears poured out his heart.  It would not surprise you when I say the mainstream media hasn’t yet connected the dots regarding this story.  

Most have either read or heard of the recent private plane crash that happened in Montana taking the lives of all fourteen passengers on board.  This, however, you may not know … so here’s the story!  After we arrived home from the last twelve days of ministry, we had received a letter from the dental office that is used when necessary here in Valley Springs.  The letter (in part) written on office letterhead read: “We are saddened to inform you that Dr. Michael Pullen and his family perished in the Montana plane crash on March 22, 2009.  Dr. Pullen was our dear friend and colleague and we will miss him deeply.”  

The airplane was owned by business owner, Irving “Bud” Feldkamp and his wife.  Feldkamp owns a dental practice in So. CA and is also CEO of Glen Helen Raceway Park in San Bernardino, CA.  His plane was piloted by an experienced pilot and was taking Feldkamp’s daughter Vanessa, her husband Dr. Michael Pullen, and another daughter Amy and her husband on a snow skiing trip to Montana. These were four of those who perished.  In addition, five of Feldkamp’s grandchildren, the pilot and four family friends also died in the crash.  The plane crashed into Catholic Holy Cross Cemetery near the Butte, MT airport, bursting into flames.  The death of the fourteen was near a memorial that had been erected in the heart of the cemetery to honor children whose lives have been taken. The memorial, called “The Tomb of the Unborn”, was erected as a dedication babies who have died from abortions.  Here’s the Story…You Decide!  In addition to the dental practice Felkkamp owns in So. CA; and his position as CEO of the Raceway Park, he also has his business of seventeen (17) Family Planning Associates abortion clinics which is listed as being the “nation’s largest abortion business.” Although Feldkamp himself is not an abortionist, LifeNews.com editor Steven Ertelt states, Feldkamp “reaps profits from the tens of thousands of babies that are killed through abortions performed every year at the clinics he owns.”   

Ertelt goes on to write, “His business in the abortion industry enabled him to afford the private plane that was carrying his family to their week-long vacation.”  A young pro-life Gingi Edmonds who has spent time with the pro-life group Survivors of the Abortion Holocaust, recently helped organize and conduct a weekly campaign outside Feldkamps mini-mansion in Redlands, CA. Every Thursday afternoon they would plead with Bud and Pam to repent and seek God’s face to cleanse them from their past.  One recent morning as Pam Feldkamp was leaving home headed for work, she came face to face with specific pictures of an unborn child’s fetal development, then turned and laughed at what she saw.  It was Edmonds who noticed the connection and the irony associated with Feldkamp and the site of the plane crash and stated, “I only hope and pray that in the face of this tragedy, Feldkamp recognizes his need for repentance and I pray that God will use this unfortunate catastrophe to soften the hearts of Bud and Pam and that they will draw close to the Lord and wash their hands of the blood of thousands of innocent children.” When God Removes His Hand, we are left to our own destruction!

In Proverbs 15: 3 the Bible reminds us “The Lord is watching everywhere, keeping his eye on both the evil and the good” and the related verse in Hebrews 4:13 reads, “Nothing in all the world can be hidden from God. Everything is clear and lies open before him, and to him we must explain the way we have lived” (NCV).

For anyone who might ask about the children that died in the crash, I offer the truth of the words of Deut. 1:39 “…your children who do not yet know good from bad---they will enter the land” (NIV). “You watched me as I was being formed in utter seclusion, as I was woven together in the dark of the womb.  You saw me before I was born. Every day of my life was recorded in your book. Every moment was laid out before a single day had passed” (Ps. 139:15-16 NLT).

Will you join with Jeannie and me along with the leadership of CRA in praying for the Feldkamp’s?  Faith says, what God says, and there is nothing too difficult for Him, for Ps. 34: 17 says, “The Lord hears his people when they call to him for help.”
