You Can Count on Him!
 

Psalm 34:15 reads, “The eyes of the Lord are on the righteous, and His ears are open to their cry.”  Think of it as we read those words once again.  We’re told that the “eyes of the Lord are on the righteous, and His ears are open to their cry.”  David in writing those words is telling us that “You Can Count on Him.”  No matter what you may be going through (notice again the words ‘going through’) and tell yourself repeatedly if necessary, that you’re going through!  The Word of God (the Bible) doesn’t say that you’re only going to make it halfway through; more emphatically it says that you’re going ALL THE WAY through.  ISAIAH 43:2, “When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; and through the rivers they shall not overflow you.  When you walk through the fire, you shall not be burned, nor shall the flame scorch you.  For I am the Lord your God, the Holy One of Israel, your Savior.”  (Underlining mine.)
 
Just what is it that the Lord’s eyes are looking for?  He is looking for a people who will believe Him.  While that statement doesn’t sound like anything new, I do question if far too often we’ve heard and read His words, yet not fully taken in its truth.  Thousands of years ago Satan began lying to the listener that since they lived in this world they must live like others in this world.  Before a person recognized what had taken place, the words that came out of their mouth were as negative as even a non-believer.  Negative confession all over the board from such things as “grandma and mom died at an early age and I’m sure that will happen to me as well.”  Others ‘confess with their mouth’ such things as; “If there’s a cutback at work, I’ll probably be one that gets the axe.”  Others speak negative thoughts of fear of sickness, disease, or financial ruin.  Defeat, defeat, defeat!  But Psalm 81:10 reads, “No evil shall befall you, nor shall any plague come near your dwelling; for He shall give His angels charge over you, to keep you in all your ways.”  The word you or yours is used five times in that one verse alone.  “No evil! … Nor plague! “… for He shall give His angels charge…to keep you…!”  Just what does the word “no” mean?  It means exactly what we think it means!  It means none!  Not even one!
 
Does that mean everything from God’s gracious hand simply comes to us without us extending any effort or faith towards it?  Of course not!  Psalm 91 gives us counsel on what our responsibility is to be.  First of all, according to verse 1 we’re to “abide” in His word if we’re in hopes of seeing His protection.  That means to dwell in; or to live in; and that means a day-by-day living.  It means the total opposite of living in a temporary attitude.  Abiding comes from knowing the Word of God so well that when a crisis comes to your thinking, instantly you begin applying the Word of God to that situation.  Verse 2 tells us that then we begin to realize that “He is” our “refuge and our fortress…”  Here’s a question to measure how you’re doing in this area.  When you run into a “fiery dart” thrown by the enemy, what is the first thing that comes out of your mouth?  If you hear yourself saying such things as:  “I’m scared to death of what’s going to happen,” or, “I don’t know how I’m going to make it through,” then it’s good indication that there’s more hope in your own ability of getting through the problem than trusting the One who knows the end from the beginning, and has promised to be your “refuge and fortress.”
 
While there is so much more in Psalm 91, here’s just one more for your consideration and prayer.  Verse 5 reads, “You shall not be afraid of the terror by night, nor of the arrow that flies by day, nor of the pestilence that walks in the darkness, nor of the destruction that lays waste at noonday.”  While we live in a day where weapons of mass destruction are being stored and readied by numerous countries around the world, and the magnitude of the disaster they can cause is unspeakable; verse 7 tells us that while “A thousand may fall at your side, and ten thousand at your right hand; but it shall not come near you.”  
 
If you believe the Word of God from Genesis 1:1 to Revelation 22:21 (meaning everything that is in it is for you) then you can stand in confidence knowing that “You Can Count on Him” to see you through every situation this life may throw at you.  You are covered by an invisible shield!  You are in the secret place that the world knows nothing about, and when you’re in that place, it doesn’t matter how terrible your situation might be, you can, and will make it through in safety.  “You Can Count on Him!”
